The current developer did not see this new building as a positive for the improvement of Sugar Spring.
Not be left out the other group with private agenda the A& E committee was hard at work changing the Camping permit form.   The camping committee chairman and one board member demand that this form be removed. All chances must be review by the committee who member could be affect and finally by the Board.  Again the board had no answers on how this happen.  It is no secret that Richard Buell chairman of this committee has a dislike for all campers.  Richard Buell should be removed from this committee.
The Golf pro is leave Sugar Springs, I can own guess why.   But this give the POA a chance to add income to the golf course and off set the yearly loss that has become the normal.

Possible Goose round up this year.

The new annual Due increase did not pass.  During every board meeting more information comes out on the court ruling on this issue, from the board not following the bylaws.  Any amount above $50.00 per lot must be approved by the membership for a 3 year period.  With the failure of this ballot on 4-21-07 the board must bring another due rate in front of  the membership before the end of the year, otherwise the judge will set the due’s back to $50.00 per lot for the next three years.  Maybe this is not as bad as it sounds.   If the dues were lower the POA could not continue to loss the $140,000.00 plus a year on the golf course and restaurant.   The Planning committee could not hide money away so the voter will never have a say in a building project.   Otherwise the voters could get stuck with the maintenance and upkeep of a new building from a funding stand point.
