



Who the special interest Group?

The majority of the Board and close to all the Committee members are made up of full time homeowners who do not leave sugar springs in the winter months. The majority members of Sugar Springs are summer birds and non-home owners who camp on their lots during the summer months.   Unfortunately, the smallest group of property owners controls all the decisions in Sugar Springs.   This is their social life at Sugar Springs. They love the golf leagues, the committees, dining together, card games, etc. Like all groups, they have there own special interest at heart.  They do not want things to change.  They want the level of services to stay the same or increase and have others pay for continual service or the increases needed to fund added services.  Their homes are built and they have all of the amenities at Sugar Springs to use 12 months out of the year that most of us only use 3 to 4 months out of the year.  They control the sugar scoop, set the agenda, and control the election process.  No where but sugar springs could you be prevented from running for political office because of a lawsuit (large group of property owners trying to protect there rights). This would not prevent someone from running for congress.  

The current board keeps the fees high for outside golfer so the course will feel private like it was before.  Why did they raise the fees at the camp grounds? Homeowners do not use the campgrounds but maybe they will try to force the guests of non-home owners into the campgrounds by limiting the number of camper or tents allowed on their lots. Should the board consider how many cars parked in each homeowner’s lot as well?   How about the 50 lots that the POA would like to use in breaking tie votes on due increases or maybe the village government vote, etc.?  They refuse to set a fair market price for the above lots.   Combining some of the above lots into one and setting a fair market price is better than no dues or lake assessments income.

Why is the village government concept in Committee?  Non -home owner, non- residents will no longer have the right to vote or have any say in the government of Sugar Springs Village.  A friend of mine volunteered to be on this committee. Once he expressed this opinion about limiting the input of property owners his name was never considered for this committee. As of May 06 the President stated they are no longer looking into this.  One board member pushed through real estate sign rules (over turning the ban on real estate signs. I guess its not important that he sells real estate), another board member wanted a discount golf cart fee, another wanted to dredge the lake in front of his home. This may have to wait until the village government concept is passed. The question is will property owners get the chance to votes on this or will the board apply to the state without the majority of property owners consent and force the Village onto us?

The board selects whom they grandfather in.   Property warranty deeds given to the board shows that the new developer should be paying dues on a lot in Sugar Springs.   This lot was purchased from a property owner and the other lot was sold at a state tax auction because the owner did not pay the taxes.  See Tom Crandell letter, he grandfathered the developer in so he did not owe back or future dues on the above lots.   Did he do this with the board approval?  If grandfathering were applied to the current lawsuit, which has a longer history?  Past board approval of the POA and 17 property owners would not be going to court.  Do you miss the lost dues from Tom’s decision?     

How about the former General Manager (Tom Crandell) in his statements more than once at board meeting (this is the County Club).  This implies we provide services no matter what it cost and you the property owner pay the bill. 

Another suggestion from this group was that all future board members must service on one of the committee before they can run for the board.  Who do you thing is the special interest group

Or the special gift to the Real estate broker who buy three or more lots for a state tax sale, no POA dues for two years.   I know of one former board member who could benefit from this.   How may other special gifts are out there?
